Fox Point Interim Operating Guidance

(23 Feb 2010)
(NOTE:  All elevations in MLLW)

A.  Rainfall


With normal tide levels, or any tide level less than 6.5 ft-MLLW, no operation of the barrier is needed as runoff in the Providence River will discharge by gravity through the open tainter gates.  No inundation on walkways along the river or Waterplace Park should occur.
B. Coastal Storms with Rainfall

Tides forecasted greater than 6.5 ft - Operate to keep river level below 5.5 ft

a. Close Tainter gates/Cooling Canal Gates at a 4.5 ft river level

b. Operate pumps as needed at 5-min intervals to maintain river level between 
      4.5 ft and 5.5 ft
C. HURRICANES


Operation will commence on incoming tide preceding hurricane surge

a. Close tainter gates/cooling canal gates at 2.6 ft tide level

b. Operate pumps as needed at 5-min intervals to prevent river level from exceeding 3.6 ft
NOTES:

1. During any pumping operation the interior river level should never be below -1.0 ft

2. Pumps should be activated in sequence starting with the pump furthest away from cooling canal.

3. Time for complete tainter gate closure is 1.5 ft/minute or 25-minutes each gate

4. Time for complete tainter gate opening is 0.5 ft/minute or 75-minutes each gate

5. Pumps can be started and stopped at 5-minute intervals
